d. Rick discussed giving UA’s to individual who are on Conditions of Release and not yet sentenced - due to length of time before trial.

e. DWI purchased supplies for saliva testing on a trial basis. It is currently being used on teen court kids.

f. DWI ordered Flashlights, Cop View Cameras and Portable Breath Tester. These items are assisting in increasing conviction rates.
g. Joy explained that Leslie and Warren will be taking the test for “Power of Parents”, so they will be able to provide classes to parents. May 31st will be the 1st VIP in Las Cruces.

h. Carolyn Casillas and Judge Schneider presented an alternate to Detention all over the state for Teens, which the Commission agreed to and will be the fiscal agent. They will begin a CAPP program that La Frontera will run; M-F from 8-5. Judge Schneider will reign over the Juvenile Justice Court. Joy did receive her grant, but isn’t sure how much it will be.
VI. Open Discussion:
a. There was discussion of how important it is to have at least one meeting with a quorum each quarter. 
b. Cambri started a Facebook page for DWI to post the happenings in our office. She has complete discretion over what can be posted on the account. A camera was purchased to take photos at events.

c. The Sticker Shock done before Prom was quite successful. There was discussion of having it done in area towns. And how to have DWI do it more often.
d. Dee told of her experience in going out of a check point with officers. She gained a great deal of knowledge on what it takes to set up and run a check point.
