March 19, 2015
I. Call to Order:  by Sgt. LoCoco at approximately 2:09 p.m.
II. Introduction of Board Members:  Members present were:  Sgt. Chris LoCoco, proxy for Lt. Tracy Corbett; Charles Wolf; Lt. Leonardo Ornelas; Kathryn Cavazos – proxy for Carolyn Casillas; Brandi Wright – proxy for Diana Martwick; and Perry Lawson – proxy for Ardena Orosco. 
III. Introduction of DWI Staff:  present were Rick Cooper, Daniel Caywood, Cambri Johnson and Rhonda Schuh. 
IV. Determination of Quorum:  Quorum was determined by Rhonda Schuh. 
V. Old Business:

A. The Minutes for the January 15, 2015 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made to accept the minutes, a 2nd motion was made, the motion carried.
VI. New Business:  
A. The grant is finished for the DWI unit.  The original numbers given from the state for the amount of money we will receive were not correct.  Last year we received approximately $284,000 in Distribution monies and $65,000 in grant monies, our total being approximately $344,000.  This year they said they would give us $40,000 extra in distribution to implement new components, but they took away $45,000 from the grant.  So we are left to do more with less. 
OSAP grant money has never been used or applied for here.  It is a great deal of work to apply for this grant.
County approved DWI to apply for the JAF grant, so Cambri will be working on that.  We are asking for $18,000 again, to help with alternative sentencing, which is Teen Court.  If approved, we hope to bring someone on part time to help with Teen Court.  Teen Court fee will be increasing from $15 to $25 beginning April 1, 2015.  Most other counties charge $50 for Teen Court and more for each class. 
B. The two new components we will be adding are Treatment, here in the office, and we will have a Domestic Violence compliance officer.  We were also told that we’ll need to have one component of our program evaluated.  The DFA wanted our Prevention component evaluated.  So after making some calls, Rick found that most people doing evaluations charge 15-20% of the components’ budget, but he was able to find someone to do it for $15,000.  There was not enough in the DWI budget to pay for everything, so Rick asked for more money on the competitive side of the grant.  

C. Dee Collins will be coming on full time in July.  She will be the Domestic Violence Compliance Officer; taking over almost half of the cases Maria is handling now.  She and Maria are taking a SASSI class to be able to assess their clients.
D. Daniel will be taking a MRT class to be able to do group therapy treatment here, which will help since ATR is no longer here.  There will be a $25 fee, which will be for the cost of the book.  The money asked from the state was for overtime to have staff come in to do the meetings in the evening.  Eventually we will get more people certified to do classes.
E. We purchased three laptops for compliance officers to use in court.  We are formatting them so we are able to access our database. Then we have information for the judge when needed in court.
