e. Judge Schneider wants to begin Juvenile Drug Court again.
f. JPO had a meeting with Carolyn Barela, Sandra Wilder and Kim Richards to discuss alternatives to sending juveniles to jail. The cost of transporting and housing juveniles, including overtime for the transport officers, is causing financial distress. JPO is planning to put a proposal together to submit to the commissioners for funding of CAPP.
VII. Open Discussion:
a. JPO has a new surveillance officer position they are interviewing for.
b. Training on the SIDNE was requested for more people.
c. April 26th is Alamogordo’s Prom. Shoulder Tap and Sticker Shock were discussed.
d. A discussion of THC being on the rise as our statistics show. It is easier to attain with Colorado now selling it legally. A few believe that it is only a matter of time until it is legalized in New Mexico.
e. Carolyn Lee is retiring and will need to pick someone to take her place on the board by the end of May.  Also there is an election coming up of the Judges in March and that could possibly result in other vacancies on the board.

f. Carolyn Lee motioned that the meeting be adjourned with a 2nd by Leslie Budner, motion carried.
