November 20, 2014
I. Call to Order:  By Robert Pacheco at 2:06 p.m.

II. Introduction of Board Members:  Members present were:  Officer Robert Pacheco, proxy for Lt. Tracy Corbett; Charles Wolf; Carolyn Casillas; Kelly Means; Sylvia Tillbrook, proxy and Perry Lawson, proxy. 
III. Determination of Quorum:  Quorum was determined by Rhonda Schuh. 
IV. Old Business:

A. The Minutes for the November 20, 2014 meeting were reviewed. A motion was made to accept the minutes with a correction, a 2nd motion was made, the motion carried.
V. New Business:  
A. Rick went to the LFC (Legislative Finance Committee) meeting in Santa Fe. The LFC is a group of Senators and Representatives of the State assigned by the governor to oversee the spending of DWI monies.  One member felt that we were not spending the money correctly.  And that it would be better spent on treatment.  Senator William Burt questioned how we were spending and found that we are spending program monies as we should.  And he seemed to be quite supportive of the DWI program.
B. The Ford Fusion we ordered still has not arrived.  It is supposed to be here on November 24th.
C. DFA will be doing a State Audit on DWI December 9-10. They want to speak to a few people in County Administration.  We have pulled together all the things they are requesting, so we are confident there will not be any issues. 
D. DWI purchased a car trailer for $30 which is being painted a flat black.  The plan is to place a wrecked vehicle on it with a sign for the public.  It will say something along the lines of “Don’t let this be YOU!” with a “Thank you to No. 54 for their Support”.  They are loaning us the wrecked vehicle.
E. Our Teen Court Coordinator resigned, so Cambri Johnson is running both for now.  Many of the things done by Teen Court and Prevention are tied together, so we’re considering having one person supervise both positions.  This was something that was done years ago.  We will do this on a 6 month trial basis.  If need be, we will look into hiring a part time person for Teen Court due to the amount of work entailed.

F. Review of September/October Stats:
1. September/October DWI Stats:
Number of DWI offenders NEEDS Survey’s entered in the ADE Data Base: 27; 21 from Magistrate Court; 6 from District and/or Municipal Court. Number of new DWI Clients: 23.  The Average BAC was 0.155. Number of DWI cases through the court is 222.  Number of drug screens administered by DWI staff: 41, negative: 24; positive: 17.   Number of DWI offenders currently being tracked (Active):  339; Number of clients that were closed successfully: 15; unsuccessfully: 7; Deceased 0; Number of Probation Violations issued by DWI Staff:  14; Number of Screenings/Pre Sentence Screenings (drug/alcohol): 23.

2. September/October Teen Court Stats:  

Number of MIP (Minor in Possession) Alcohol 1; Drug 1; Number of Juvenile Traffic cases 30; Number of Juvenile Criminal cases: 28; Number of Teen Court Offenders: Active 58; Number of Teen Court Community Service Hours served:  661; Number of Teen Court Completions: 36; Number of Teens referred back to referral agency: 1; Number of Teen Court outreach prevention activities hosted: 4.
3. September/October Prevention Stats:

F. The BAC level tends to be on a downward trend. Statewide surveys show from 1993 to 2012 the number of drunk drivers has declined, but from 2012 to now it seems to have leveled out. Another thing that was noticed is that the average age of the drunk driver has increased. So, we think that the information we're giving out to the school kids and high school kids is showing positive results

A. There was a discussion of Judge Counts having ordered an individual charged with distracted driving to do talks with various groups to promote Distracted Driving Awareness.  It was suggested that the person speak to high school students and perhaps the health council.
B. Tularosa Police Department turned in some overtime sheets for saturation and underage drinking patrols. And the Sheriff’s Office is beginning to spend the money allotted for saturation patrols.
C. A question was asked about why there haven’t been any tickets for texting and driving.  It is still a gray area and hard to prove in court.

D. Prevention may run PSA’s for the holiday season. And perhaps do a Sticker Shock.
E. In order to make it easier to have a quorum during busy times, it was suggested to make Maureen Schmittle a proxy. She accepted.
